Award Guidelines

History:  

The Barb Landers Memorial Grant was established by AGELE in 1990 to acknowledge the actions of its membership on behalf of students. Grants of up to $1,500 will be awarded annually for projects that demonstrate creativity in addressing the goal of gender equity in education. The grantee is asked to share the success of the funded project with AGELE members at the following year’s conference.  The full application can be found on the AGELE website.

Proposals must address one or more of the five AGELE goals:

· Leadership and Advocacy;

· Research and Development;

· Professional Development and Renewal;

· Collaboration and Networking;

· Outreach

Eligibility:  To be eligible for consideration, the Member Services Committee Chair must receive your nomination by April 25, 2008.  Self–nominations by AGELE members are allowed.

Process of Application:  Nominations submitted will be reviewed by the AGELE Member Services Committee and a recommendation of a candidate for the award will be made to the AGELE Chair.

The AGELE Chair and the Steering Committee will vote on the Member Services Committee’s recommendation and the Award recipient will be notified by May 9, 2008.  The award ceremony will occur at the 2008 AGELE Annual Conference to be held in Peabody, MA.

Nominations will be retained as active for three (3) years.
